For the � rst time ever Oregon’s annual 
Zwickelmania event will be held on 
two separate weekends. The � rst will be 

February 18 in the Portland Metro Area and on 
February 25 the rest of Oregon including Bend, 
Redmond and Sisters will partake.

Zwickelmania is an annual event in Oregon 
when breweries open their doors to beer 
drinkers for a meet-the-brewer tour with beer 
samples. This year as many as 150 breweries of 
all sizes will be participating.  

This will be the nineth annual Zwickelmania and 
the � rst time the event will span two weekends. 

“With two weekends, people from around 
Oregon can visit the sixty plus breweries open 
in the Portland Metro area on February 18 and 
keep the beer � owing on the 25th at breweries 
that will open tours in Central Oregon, Eastern 
Oregon, Mt. Hood/The Gorge, Southern 
Oregon, The Coast and Willamette Valley,” 
said Brian Butenschoen, Oregon Brewer Guild 
Executive Director.

The Zwickelmania event page will be 
regularly updated with a full list of participating 
breweries. The Oregon Brewers Guild website 
has maps, brewery listings and itineraries for 
each region and city in the state.

The Oregon Brewers Guild is Oregon’s 
non-pro� t trade association for the state’s 
independent breweries. The Guild does not 
receive state funding and comprises 160 
brewing companies, 125 associate or supplier 
members and more than 4,000 enthusiast 
member or S.N.O.B.S (Supporters of Native 
Oregon Beer).

Zwickelmania was created by the Oregon 
Brewers Guild and celebrated its inaugural 
year in 2009. The event takes its name from 
the zwickel, or sample port which mounts on 
the outside of fermentation or conditioning 
tanks and allows brewers to sample for quality 
assurance and control. 

Some of Bend’s breweries will actually o� er 
beer samples straight from the Zwickel.

The event provides an opportunity to 
see the behind the scenes brewing process 
and equipment used by some of the most

New City Hall & Civic Center
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Sisters Eagle Airport reports the inclusion 
in the Oregon Department of Aviation’s 
(ODA) List of Signi� cant Airports. On April 

20 the ODA board unanimously voted, for a 
second time, to add the Sisters Eagle Airport 
to the List within the State Aviation Plan of 
Airports of Signi� cance.

The signi� cance of the designation, while 
not directly related to the current questions 
the Oregon Department of Transportation 
(ODOT) has about some expenditure of grant 
funds, is important because Sisters Eagle 
Airport had to change the land use to operate 
as a general aviation airport and needed to 
make infrastructure improvements and set up 
a perimeter around the airport to protect the 
surrounding community of homes that have 
access to the airport.

The owners and management team of Sisters 
Eagle Airport worked very closely with ODOT 
throughout a grant application that included 
ConnectOregon and project execution to 
improve the airport. 

”Throughout the process, Sisters Eagle 
Airport sought to maintain transparency 
and open communication with all of the 
community partners,” said Julie Benson, co-
owner of the Sisters Eagle Airport. 

The Sisters Eagle Airport received noti� cation 
of ODOT’s demand for repayment of some of 
the grant funds on certain line items in late 
March. “We have reviewed the issues and have 
requested and been granted a meeting with 
ODOT on May 3,” explained Benson.

“We take this matter very seriously and are 
working to resolve it with ODOT as quickly as 
possible. We view Sisters Eagle Airport as an 
asset we can use to serve the greater Sisters
